HEAD-TO-HEADLAST GAME: Wednesday, February 25, 2026
Wichita 3, Idaho 2, Idaho Central Arena, Boise, ID
Idaho controlled the first period, scoring late in the first and early in
the second. Matt Davis denied a penalty shot halfway through,
Kirby Proctor scored late in period two, and Jay Dickman tied the
game early in the 3rd. Nick Nardecchia's shorthanded tally made
it 3-2 and Idaho's response was waved off, sealing the win.

HEAD-TO-HEAD – This is the eighth and final meeting of the campaign between the two teams. Wichita is 4-2-0-1 against Idaho this season
and 1-0 in Boise. All time, the Thunder are 20-19-8 against the Steelheads and 5-10-4 on the road.

ROAN TRIPPIN' – Wichita is 1-3 through the first third of the franchise record 12-game road trip. After dropping the first three games to Iowa
and Kansas City, the Thunder snapped the three-game losing streak with a come-from-behind victory on Wednesday. The 12-game, six-city
excursion will bring them over 7,000 miles in 27 days, surpassing the 2017-18 team that was away from the Air Capitol for eight games.
Thunder are 8-12-2-0 on the road this season.

"CARRIE" ON - Goalie Gabriel Carrier was reassigned to Wichita by the Sharks on Friday, returning to the Air Capitol after nearly a year
with the Barracuda. This season, former Hobey Baker nominee has appeared in 24 AHL games, going 12-8-3 with a 2.73 GAA and .894
SV%. Last season, he was stellar for Wichita, beginning his pro career with a 14-9-2, 2.60 GAA, and .922 SV% in 25 games before being
recalled to San Jose in February.

BRICK WALL – Matt Davis has backstopped the Thunder to points in four of his last five starts. During that span, he has given up just eight
goals on 140 shots (1.46 GAA, .946 SV%). That run raised his save percentage to an ECHL-leading .932. Davis notched his first pro helper
on Wednesday and was called up to San Jose on Friday.

RESURGANCE – Wednesday's game was a rare third period comeback for the Thunder, just their fifth win in such circumstances this
season. In the 22 games in which it has trailed entering the third period, Wichita has a record of 5-16-0-1. Four of those five wins have come
since the turn of the new year.

THUNDERBOLTS – Nick Nardecchia recorded his first career game-winning goal on Wednesday...Jay Dickman has points in 9 of his last
11 (6-7--13) and sits four goals from 3rd in team history...Michal Stinil has seven points (4-3--7) in the last six games and is just two goals
away from tying fifth all-time in franchise history...T.J. Lloyd scored his first of the season last Friday...Noah Beck's 31 assists are second
among rookies...Wichita sits fourth in fewest penalty minutes per game (9.64)...Wichita is 15-2-1-1 when leading after two...Wichita is 15-7-2-
2 when scoring first.

STEELHEAD NOTES – The Steelheads have dropped five of their last 6 after a 10-game point streak...Idaho averages the most PIM/game
(16.49)...The league's leading goal scorer, Bendan Hoffman (32-19--51) remains on a PTO with San Jose (AHL)...Liam Malmquist (35) and
Kaleb Pearson (34) are seventh and eighth in rookie scoring respectively...Idaho is 22-3-2-0 when scoring first...The team averages a league-
best 34.74 shots per game.

AROUND THE ECHL – There are fourteen other games in the ECHL tonight: Maine at Worcester, Trois-Rivières at Adirondack, Norfolk at
Greensboro, Iowa at Indy, South Carolina at Jacksonville, Florida at Orlando, Greenville at Reading, Atlanta at Savannah, Allen at Kansas
City, Bloomington at Toledo, Kalamazoo at Cincinnati, Wheeling at Fort Wayne, Rapid City at Tulsa, and Tahoe at Utah.

UP NEXT – Wichita will begin a four game trip to the Central division, taking on Indy on Wednesday.

TODAY - The Thunder and Steelheads wrap up the season series tonight in just the second game between the two clubs this season in
Idaho. Wichita has won the last three matchups, out-scoring Idaho 11-3. The Thunder have points in 7 of their last 11 and are seven points
behind Tahoe for the final playoff spot. Losing 5 of their last 6, Idaho is 15 points back of Kansas City. Noah Beck is fifth in in power-play
points (21) and second among rookies in assists (31) and Peter Bates is tied for 15th with 46 points. The Steelheads offense is one of the
best in the league, leading in shots per game (34.74) and sitting second in goals per game (3.60). Noah Beck has lit up Idaho with eight
apples (2-8--10) in seven games, followed closely by Jay Dickman with 9 (2-7--9). Francesco Arcuri has accumulated five assists (2-5--7)
and 16 PIM against Wichita while Mitch Wahl boasts five points (3-2--5) in just four games head-to-head.

Ramsay enters his seventh year behind the Thunder bench with a record of 193-179-44-5. Named to the position on May 15, 2019, Ramsay became the
winningest head coach in the franchise's history with a 2-1 win over Florida on Oct. 29, 2025, surpassing Kevin McClelland's tally of 194. He also
recorded his 200th win at the Wichita helm Nov. 29, 2025 with a 5-1 victory over Kansas City. In 2020-21, he led the Thunder to their second-ever trip to
the Kelly Cup Playoffs while receiving the John Brophy Award as ECHL Coach of the Year, as well as being named the ECHL General Manager of the
Year.

Ramsay, 56, returned to the ECHL after spending three seasons as an assistant with the AHL's Grand Rapids Griffins. Before that, he was the bench
boss of the Tulsa Oilers from 2009-15, where he compiled a 185-180-35 record and led the Oilers to the playoffs in each of his last two seasons in Tulsa -
which coincided with Oilers' final season in the Central Hockey League and their first season in the ECHL.

A native of Dryden, Ontario, Ramsay returns to a place that he called home during his playing career. He played for the Thunder during the 2000-01
season, recording 35 points (11-24--35) and compiling 364 penalty minutes. Over his 12-year playing career, he was a part of eight championship teams,
winning four Colonial Cups and two Royal Bank Cups. He finished with 245 points (74-171--245) and 3,432 penalty minutes in 677 games as a pro.

After his playing career ended in 2005, he was named the Head Coach of the ACHL's St. Pete/Winston-Salem Parrots. His head coaching career spans
11 seasons, including stints with the Port Huron Beacons (2002-04), Muskegon Fury (2004-08), Muskegon Lumberjacks and the Oilers. Ramsay has
consistently led his teams to the postseason, making the playoffs eight out of 11 years. In 2015, Ramsay stepped down from the Oilers to pursue an
assistant coaching position with Grand Rapids and helped lead them to the 2017 Calder Cup title.
