HEADLINES 

 LAST TIME OUT 
Ryan Wagner buried the overtime game-winning goal to deliver a 5-4 victory for the Rapid City Rush 
over the Idaho Steelheads at The Monument Ice Arena on Wednesday. The Rush built a 4-1 lead late 
in the second period. Parker Bowman, Blake Bennett, Rasmus Ekström, and Quinn Olson all tallied. 
Idaho fought back and put home three consecutive goals of their own, tying the game late in the third 
and forcing overtime at 4-4. In the overtime, Arsenii Sergeev made a breakaway save on the first shift, 
and four total in the period. Three minutes into OT, Ryan Wagner received a setup from Brett Davis, 
dangled a Steelheads defender one-on-one, then wristed home a top-shelf shot to end the night. 
 
NINE TIMES OUT OF TEN 
The captain continued his career-best goal-scoring run, and he waited until the final shot of the night to 
do it. With his overtime winner, Ryan Wagner has now scored exactly one goal in nine of the last ten 
games, with the only exception being the Rush’s shutout loss on November 14th at Indy. Wagner 
enters the day tied for third in the ECHL with those nine goals, and fourth at 19 points. 
 
OUT OF THE SLUMP 
Wagner’s linemates each had their best games in some time on Wednesday. Blake Bennett broke a 
five-game point drought—his longest since the spring of 2023—and a seven-game goal drought with 
his second-period tally. Brett Davis, who set him up on that goal, picked up two primary assists for his 
first multi-point effort of the season. 
 
HIS FIRST GAME-ENDER 
While certainly not the first game-winning goal of Ryan Wagner’s career, Wednesday was his first 
overtime winner in professional hockey after 405 games between the AHL and ECHL. When asked on 
the ice how he was feeling, he simply told the crowd, ‘Happy Thanksgiving!’

Ryan Chyzowski plays his 200th professional game tonight. The fifth-
year pro has played 129 in the ECHL and 70 in the AHL, owning 116 
career points as a pro. 
 
FOUR LINES DEEP 
For the first time this season, all four lines scored in the Rush’s 
Wednesday victory. Parker Bowman got it started from the fourth 
line just five minutes into the game; the Rush have won six 
consecutive games in which Bowman has scored, dating back to last 
season. 
 
FEASTING IN OVERTIME 
Wednesday was the Rush’s fifth overtime played and third victory. 
Rapid City is tied with Cincinnati and Worcester for the most OT 
wins in the league. 
 
MORIN’S BACK 
The Rush received a Thanksgiving treat with the assignment of 
Étienne Morin from the Calgary Wranglers. The 6-foot defenseman 
has played six games up in the AHL, and two with the Rush in an 
earlier stint just three weeks ago. 
 
ANOTHER ONE-GOAL GAME? 
Say it ain’t so: 10 of the Rush’s first 16 games have been decided by 
one goal, the most in the ECHL (If you take away empty net goals 
from the equation, 12 out of 16 games have been ‘one-goal games’.)

INTO THE TOP TEN 
Blake Bennett picked up his 131st career point with the Rapid City 
Rush, passing Derek LeBlanc, an original Rush and member of the 
2010 championship team, for 10th-most in franchise history. Bennett is 
already 4th among ECHL-era players, behind just Brett Gravelle, Alex 
Aleardi, and Logan Nelson. 
 
A TEST FOR THE PK 
While Idaho’s power play ranks just 22nd in the league, they have 
shown an ability to get on the man advantage and convert goals into 
wins. The Steelheads’ 77 power play opportunities are by far the most 
in the ECHL. Additionally, Idaho is 8-0-1 when scoring a power play 
goal, with the only loss coming on Wednesday. 
 
READY FOR ANOTHER RIVAL 
This is the best time of the year: the home stretch between 
Thanksgiving and the New Year. Rush fans will see a lot of rivalry 
hockey during that time, too. The eight-game Rush-Steelheads season 
series will be played over the course of just six weeks, which is sure to 
create some intensity. 
 
HOMECOOKING 
November features the most home-heavy schedule of any month for 
the Rush. Eight of 11 games are at home in this four-week stretch, with 
Tahoe, Kansas City, and Idaho coming into The Monument Ice Arena. 
 
NEW-LOOK HOCKEY OPS 
Dave Smith’s hiring isn’t the only move the Rush organization made to 
their hockey operations staff over the summer. Peter Drikos earned a 
promotion to Associate Coach, Alex Werner was hired as the new 
Head Equipment Manager, and Austin Washkurak joins the Rush as 
the first Video Coach in team history.

17 SCOTT WRAY  Retired: Saturday, April 4, 2015        
Wray joined the Rush after spending two seasons with the rival Rocky Mountain Rage in the CHL. His first season in Rapid 
City was his best year of professional hockey with 31 goals, 47 assists and 78 points. That season, Wray would help lead 
Rapid City to their only hockey championship, winning the CHL Ray Miron Presidents Cup. Wray is the only Rush player to 
ever eclipse 100 goals with the franchise (106) and his 314 games played rank second in franchise history. In 2010-11 and  
from 2012-14, Wray served as captain. After his retirement in 2014, Wray was the head coach of the NOJHL’s Powassan 
VooDoos, then served as an assistant with the OHL’s North Bay Battalion. He is now the Head Coach in Owen Sound. 

30 DANNY BATTOCHIO Retired: Saturday, March 31, 2018       
After a strong OHL career and three years at St. Francis Xavier University, Battochio joined the Rush and played every North 
American game of his career with the team. In 2010, he was named a CHL all-rookie team member and backstopped the Rush 
to a CHL title. With 131 career wins with Rapid City, no other goaltender has come close to the impact Battochio made during 
his tenure with the Rush. In every professional season, he posted a better-than-.900 save percentage and posted a winning 
record all but one season between the pipes. Still living in the Black Hills, Battochio has served as an emergency backup 
goaltender for the Rush, donning his iconic number 30 each time, and has stayed on board as their Goaltending Consultant. 

6 RILEY WESELOWSKI Retired: Saturday, October 29, 2022       
Touted out of Bemidji State, Weselowski began his career with the Idaho Steelheads before landing with the Rush in the 2009-
10 season. A young bruiser on the 2010 championship team, he was awarded an “A” on his sweater in the 2011 season and 
became a fixture on the Rapid City blueline. He is the all-time leader in games played for the Rush with 571 appearances and 
has more penalty minutes than any other Rush player with 440. Weselowski would finish his playing career in Florida and then 
Wichita before hanging up his skates. After four years on the Kansas City Mavericks’ staff, Weselowski was named Head 
Coach of the Cincinnati Cyclones in 2025, his first head coaching job.

On June 23, 2025, Dave Smith was named the Head Coach and General Manager 
of the Rapid City Rush. He is the fifth Head Coach in the organization’s history. 
  
Smith brings 27 years of coaching experience to Rapid City, all at the NCAA 
Division I level. Prior to joining the Rush, Smith led the Rensselaer Polytechnic 
Institute (R.P.I.) program for eight seasons (2017-2025). He served the prior 12 
years as Canisius College’s Head Coach (2005-2017), where he guided the Golden 
Griffins to three straight trips to Atlantic Hockey Championship Weekend, back-to-
back title game appearances, and the program’s first NCAA tournament in 2013. He 
was named Atlantic Hockey Coach of the Year in 2016-17. 
  
Before his 20 consecutive seasons as a Head Coach, Smith spent the first seven 
years of his coaching career as an assistant in Division I for three different schools: 
Miami University (1998-2000), Bowling Green State University (2000-2002), and 
Mercyhurst College (2002-2005). In three seasons at Mercyhurst, the Lakers 
qualified for the NCAA tournament twice. 
  
In the collegiate ranks, Smith has coached an extensive list of talent who advanced 
to play professionally, including in the National Hockey League. The list of NHLers 
includes Cory Conacher (Canisius), Kevin Bieksa (Bowling Green), Mike Glumac 
(Miami), and Pat Leahy (Miami). Smith also coached former Rush defenseman Carl 
Hudson at Canisius, and longtime Calgary Flames goaltending coach Jordan 
Sigalet at Bowling Green. 
  
Smith turned to coaching immediately following a six-year professional playing 
career. A forward, Smith played a total of 448 games between the ECHL, AHL, and 
IHL. He amassed 140 goals, 324 points, and 1370 penalty minutes for his career, 
which included a 1993 Turner Cup championship with the Fort Wayne Komets (IHL) 
as a rookie. Smith was under contract with the New York Rangers in 1994-95. 
Before turning pro, Smith was a team captain and four-year letterwinner at Ohio 
State University, where he graduated in 1992. 
  
A native of Arthur, Ontario, Smith and his wife, Susan, have two daughters, Ellis 
and Kylie.
