Flying Away Witha Win: The Toledo Walleye retumed toactionaftera 10-day hiatus
and defeated the Kalamazoo Wings by a score of 5-3 at the Wings Event Center on the
final day of 2025. Mitch Lewandowski scored twice, including Toledo's 10th short-
handed goal of the season, Conlan Keenan had two assists, Denis Smirnov and Nick
Andrews each scored, and Carter Gylander stopped 27 of 30 shots he faced.

Tip the Cap, Mr. Mayor: Brandon Hawkins added to hiscase for a third consecutive
MVP campaign with his second 4-goal game of his career (3/31/2021 with FW), the
6th such game in Walleye history. Dane Walters (4/8/2017) and EvanRankin
(4/2/2016, 2/18/2010) each had five-goal games, and Tyson Spink (10/22/2016) and
Bryan Rufenach (11/9/2011) account for the other two four-goal games. Throughout
the ECHL, Hawkins hadthe second 4-goal game of the season (lowa’s Jack O’Brien had
one on 11/8/2025; Orlando’s Spencer Kerstenhad the third on 12/21/2025).
Additionally, thiswas Hawkins’s 11th career hat trick (seventh with Toledo) and his
second of the season. Playoffs included; Hawkins has only had three hat tricks in a
season one time (2020-21 w/Fort Wayne). Between Friday and Saturday’s games,
Hawkins combined for 7 points (5 goals, 2 assists), extending his ECHL scoring lead to
38 points. Hawkins also has points in 10 straight games (20 points) at the Huntington
Center, tied for the longest active such streak inthe league (Ben Zioty, Norfolk). He
only trails Bloomington’s Kyle Jackson (11 games) for the longest overall home point
streak of the season.

Unstoppable in December: Since the calendar turned to December, the Walleye have
posted a 7-0-1-0 record and collected at least a point in every game, outscoring
opponents 37-20 (+17). Brandon Hawkins’ point total in December is up to 17 with9
goals and 8 assists, including 7 points 12/19-12/20 against lowa. Riley McCourt has 10
points since the turn of the calendar, including a goal and nine assists. Mitch
Lewandowski (3 goal, 7 assists) has 10 points on the month, while Tanner Kely (5
goals, 4 assists) and Denis Smirnov (3 goals, 6 assists) each have nine pointsin that
span. Nolan Lalonde has a 2.57 GAA in 187 minutes of playing time in December,
posting a .918 save percentage. Carter Gylander posteda .908 save percentagein his
three games in December. Walleye goaltenders have only allowed more than two
goals three times in the team’s seven gameslast month.

Standouts: Tanner Kelly has been ona tear lately, recording points in hislast seven
consecutive games (5G, 4A), which tiesfor the second-longest active point streak in
the ECHL. Kelly has four power-play goals on the year, which tiesfor third place in the
league among rookies. DylanMoulton leads ECHL rookie defensemen in plus-minus at
+11, tying for third among all skaters. Riley McCourt ties for second among all ECHL
defensemen with 20 assists, and 4thin that category in points(23) He also has points
in six of his last seven games, and broke Simon Denis’ franchise defenseman scoring
record (100 pts) with an assist in Wednesday's game. Jacob Truscott had a +5 night in
Saturday’s game, one of three players to doso in the league this season after Brandon
Hawkins (10/25/2025) and Wheeling’s Daniel Lasatch (10/18/2025). Nolan Lalonde
ranks 14th in the ECHL (min. 480 mins) in GAA at the end of Saturday's games with a
2.37 GAA in 12 games.

Sellouts on Sellouts: Walleye fans have packed the Huntington Center night-in and
night-out as the teamapproaches 100 consecutive sellouts, bringing the team'’s
franchise-record sellout streak to 93 games with last weekend’s games against

lowa. Toledo’s average attendance ranks second in the ECHL, drawing around

8,030 fans per game (Jacksonvilleis the only team averaging higher, at 8,775 fans per
game). The Walleye also currently hold the highest average attendance figure relative
to arena capacity among affiliated minor league hockey teams (AHL and ECHL) at
108.8%. The all-time ECHL record for consecutive sellouts currently stands at 140
games, reached by Colorado from 2011 to 2015.

Walleye game on January 2since 2016, a span of 9 years. Toledo dropped that
contest, 2-1, to Fort Wayne at the Huntington Center. Coach Pat Mikesch is hoping to
celebrate the 10th anniversary of Toledo’s last win on this date, an 8-1 drubbing of the
Indy Fuel at Indiana Farmers Coliseum, insimilar fashion against the Cyclones.Shane
Berschbach, who will be inducted into the Toledo Hockey Hall of Fame on January 24
during a ceremony in the new Grand Ballroom of the Glass City Center, had agoaland
an assist in 2015, as did Toledo Hockey Hall of Famer Kyle Rogers. Toledo was paced
by Anthony Luciani and Joel Chouinard, who each scoredtwice.

HEAD COACH

Riley Weselowski was named the seventh head coach in franchise
history in 2025. Weselowski joins the Cyclones from the Kansas
City Mavericks where he served as the Associate Head Coach for
the previous two seasons.

Under Weselowski’s leadership, the Kansas City Mavericks
recorded 103 wins, and 217 points over the past two seasons, more
than any other ECHL franchise. The Mavericks would claim the
2023-24 Brabham Cup, with the best regular season record that
year and advanced to the 2024 Kelly Cup Finals.

Additionally, he helped lead Kansas City to two division
championships, and back-to-back appearances in the Kelly Cup
Western Conference Final. Over the past two seasons, teams
under Weselowski have ranked first in the ECHL in goals scored
(561) and second in goals allowed (380). His leadership has led to
numerous AHL and European contracts for players under his
tenure. One of his most critical responsibilities in Kansas City was
to build and maintain a strong relationship with NHL and AHL
affiliates, something he looks to continue with the Toronto Maple
Leafs and the Toronto Marlies.

Weselowski, 40, played in over 700 professional games across 13
seasons between the ECHL and CHL. In 446 ECHL games, the Pilot
Mound, Manitoba native recorded 115 points (25 goals, 90 assists)
with five different organizations. Weselowski was nhamed a team
captain in each of his final 11 professional seasons. In addition, he
was awarded the 2012 CHL Top Defenseman Award and the 2012
CHL Man of the Year Award for his community involvement. The
Rapid City Rush retired his number six at the conclusion of his
playing career. A long-time veteran of the ECHL, Weselowski
returns to Cincinnati following a brief stint as a player in 2015-16.

Longtime Cyclone Louie Caporusso was hamed the organization’s next Assistant
Coach on Aug. 27, 2025. Caporusso joins Riley Weselowski’s coaching staff after
13 seasons of professional hockey across North America and Europe. Caporusso,
a veteran with over 500 professional games across six professional leagues, will
rejoin the Cyclones as the team’s assistant coach. The hiring marks Caporusso’s
official retirement from professional hockey and his first coaching position.

In his playing days, Caporusso was a four-year member of the University of Michi-
gan, where he was an assistant captain in his senior season. Drafted by the Ottawa
Senators in the third round (90th overall) of the 2007 NHL Draft, Caporusso started
his

professional career with the Binghamton Senators (AHL). Caporusso played for
eight more teams before finishing his career with the Cincinnati Cyclones. In four
seasons with Cincinnati, the Toronto, Ontario native recorded 55 goals and 111 as-
sists (166 pts) in 171 regular-season games played.

Caporusso joins the Cyclones coaching staff having already left his mark on the
organization. His 166 points rank 7th all-time in franchise history. In addition, his 111
assists are fifth-most in Cyclones history, sitting behind former teammates Justin
Vaive and Jesse Schultz.

In addition to his responsibilities as the team’s goaltending coach, Couturier will
also assist with the Jr. Cyclones goaltending development system this upcoming
season and beyond.

Couturier, 47, joins the Cyclones after spending the last two seasons with the Kan-
sas City Mavericks in the same role. As a member of the Mavericks coaching staff,
he was a part of a staff that led Kansas City to a Brabham Cup title in 2023-24. That
season, Kansas City had four goaltenders with save percentages over .904% and
three goaltenders with over 15+ victories.

Prior to his time in Kansas City, Couturier was the goaltending coach at the Univer-
sity of Omaha-Nebraska. During his time with the Mavericks, Couturier oversaw the
development of their goaltending system which included future NHL draft selec-
tions and Mike Richter Watch List candidates. Before his stint in Nebraska, Coutu-
rier was the goaltending coach at Colby College where he oversaw all of their DIl
men’s and women’s teams.
