Kalamazoo Wings (15-16-2-2)

Hall of Fame Home Cooking: The Toledo Walleye bounced back from last
weekend, kicking off Toledo Hockey Hall of Fame weekend with a 2-1 win over the
Kalamazoo Wings on Friday night at the Huntington Center. Mitch Lewandowski
landed the game-winner, and Tanner Kelly directed a power-play goal into the net,
boosting the power-play unit to 31% this season. Brandon Hawkins, Dennis
Smirnov, and Jordan Ernst each picked up assists. Smirnov was playing in his 200th
ECHL game, while Ernst tallied his first assist since the end of his three-game assist
streak on 11/8, which was also the last time the Wings were in the Huntington
Center. Carter Gylander took the win in net, saving 24 of 25 shots on goal.

Homes Away from Home: The Walleye brought a 6-game road winning streakinto
the weekend and extended it to 7 with last Friday’s win. Saturday’s shootout loss
signaled the end of the win streak but was the 8th consecutive game that the
Walleye recorded at least a point. Entering Sunday’s games, the 8-game points
streak was tied for the longest such streak in the ECHL this season with Kansas City
and Fort Wayne (both streaks are still active). Throughout the span,

which dated back to the December 12th contest in lowa, the Walleye posted a 7-0-
0-1 record and outscored their opponents 33-9 (+24). Brandon

Hawkins recorded 13 points (eight goals, five assists) in the span to lead the
charge. Denis Smirnov (5 G, 4 A) and Tanner Kelly (3 G, 6 A) each had nine points
over the eight-game span. Riley McCourt led Walleye defensemen in that

span with six points (all assists). Matt Jurusik and Carter Gylander each got two
games of work, as Jurusik stopped 59 of the 61 shots he saw (.967 SV%)

and Gylander made 56 saves on 59 shots (.949 SV%).

Special Teams Records: The Walleye continue to hold the league’s best power
play rate in the league at 31.0%, 8% higher than the next team in the leaderboard
(Tahoe, 23.2%). Brandon Hawkins and Riley McCourt are the team’s top two
producers on the power play, ranking first with 17 and third with 16 respectively in
the league’s PP points leaderboard. The penalty kill is a perfect 7-for-7 over their
last five games, tying the longest such stretch this season, and bringing the season
percentage to 83.3% of penalties killed. Will Hillman still holds the league lead in
shorthanded points this season (8), needing one more point on the penalty kill to
tie Alden Hirschfeld’s franchise career shorthanded points record (9), already
owning the single-season mark (previously 5). Hillman and Nolan Moyle stand one
goal away from passing the Walleye single-season SHG record (3), which currently
stands in a 9-way tie. Jed Pietila and Chad Hillebrand each have two SHGs in
Toledo this season, needing one more to tie the record. Mitch Lewandowski needs
one SHG to tie Hirschfeld's franchise record of 6.

All-Stardom: The Toledo Walleye had two player representatives at the 2026
sponsor ECHL All-Star Game in Allen, Texas, on Monday. Defenseman Riley
McCourt was named the Captain of Team Stars, and drafted his Captain Brandon
Hawkins to join him. Hawkins showed out putting up a five-point hat trick (3G, 2A)
and showing off some stunning moves, including a "Michigan" and a "Spin-O-
Rama."

Showing Out: Walleye fans have packed the Huntington Center night-in and night-
out as the team approaches 100 consecutive sellouts, bringing the team’s
franchise-record sellout streak to 97 games with Saturday’s game against
Bloomington. The Walleye welcomed over 136,000 fans into the Huntington
Center this season. Toledo’s average attendance ranks second in the ECHL, drawirg
around 8,053 fans per game (Jacksonville is the only team averaging higher, at
8,982 fans per game). The all-time ECHL record for consecutive sellouts currently
stands at 140 games, reached by Colorado from 2011 to 2015.

This Day in Toledo Hockey History: The Walleye broke a four-game losing streak
one year ago, picking up a 2-1 overtime shootout win over the Kalamazoo Wings at
the Huntington Center. In front of Toledo’s 53¢ consecutive sellout crowd,
Brandon Hawkins and Tyler Spezia each scored in the penalty shot format while
Fish goalie Jan Bednar allowed just one to the K-Wings. Bednar was outstanding
throughout the contest, finishing with 32 saves. Defenseman Brendon Michaelian
scored Toledo’s goal in regulation time.

The 2025-26 season is the fourth at the helm for Joel Martin as the Kalamazoo Wings head coach and director of hockey
operations. Martin was named to the position on August 15, 2022, after former head coach Nick Bootland departed for the
Hershey Bears (AHL). Joel spent three years as an assistant coach under Bootland, following a playing career that spanned
15 seasons of professional hockey. On January 18, 2021, Martin was inducted into the ECHL Hall of Fame for his accom-
plishments as a player.

Martin is no stranger to Kalamazoo, as the former player, assistant and now head coach played nine seasons for the
K-Wings before retiring after the 2017-18 season. Currently, Martin ranks No. 1 in ECHL history for career 30-plus win
seasons (3), is fifth in ECHL history for career wins (200), and he put together the third best season by any ECHL goal-
tender, posting 36 victories in 2015-16. Joel also holds the Kalamazoo Wings record for career wins (229), shutouts (21),
games played (422), minutes played (24,755), and saves (12,310). For his efforts, Martin brought the Colonial Cup home
to Kalamazoo in 2005-06.

Prior to making his professional debut in 2003 with the Bakersfield Condors, Martin spent three seasons in the Western
Hockey League with Lethbridge, Tri-City, Vancouver, and Calgary, where he appeared in 123 games, posting a 46-50-9
record, with a 3.24 GAA and a.893% save percentage.
