Cincinnati Cyclones (14-10-3-0)

Moving That Glove Like a Cyclone: The Toledo Walleye posted a 4-0 shutout win over
the Cincinnati Cycloneson Friday night at the Heritage Bank Center. Carter Gylander
blocked all 29 shots ongoal fromthe hosts inthe win. Colby Ambrosio added his
seventh goal of the season to start the scoring, andit wound up the game-winner. Denis
Smirnov added his second tally in as many gameson the power play, Brandon Hawkins
buried his 16th goal of the season, and Jed Pietila added a shorthanded goal for hisfirst
of the season. The shorthanded goal marked the 11ththisseason forthe Fish, a
franchise record. Will Hillman earnedthe primary assist on the shorthanded goal, his
eighth shorthanded point of the season (3G, 5A). He is one point shy of tying the
Walleye career record for shorthanded points (Alden Hirschfeld, 9 Pts, 6G, 3A) and broke
the single season record for most shorthanded points back on 11/18 inthe very same
building (Mitch Lewandowski, 5 2023-24).

Special Teams Specialists: The Toledo Walleye have been dominant on both ends of
man-advantages. The Fish boast the best power-play unit in the league at 31.3%, and
that remainstrue both at home (30.8%) and on the road (31.8%). The Walleye penalty
kill has beendominant at home, placing 2ndin the ECHL at 90.7%, trailing only
Greensboro (95.5). The Walleye PK unit has struggled on the road, ranking 28th (73.2%),
which anchors their overall PK to 17th at 82.1%. However, the penalty killing unitis only
at -3 on the road. Inlast night's game, Jed Pietila landed the team's 11th shorthanded
goal of the season, ateam single-season franchise record. A whopping eight of those
eleven shorthanded strikes have come on the road, heavily combatting the 11 power-
play goals allowedin those situations. The team has tied the single-season franchise
record for shorthanded points (24,2009-10) and needs just one mare shorthanded assist
to tie for most team shorthanded assists, as the 2009-10 teamhad 10 shorthanded gaals
and 14 shorthanded assists.

Unstoppable in December: In December, the Walleye posteda 7-0-1-0 recordand
collected at least a point in every game, outscoring opponents 37-20 (+17). Brandon
Hawkins’ point total in December was 17 with 9 goalsand 8 assists, including 7 points
12/19-12/20 againgt lowa. Riley McCourt had 10 points during the last page of the
calendar, including a goal and nine assists. Mitch Lewandowski (3 gaal, 7 assists) had 10
points on the month while Tanner Kelly (5 goals, 4 assists) and Denis Smirnov (3 goals,
6 assists) each had nine points inthat span. Nolan Lalonde hada 257 GAA in 187
minutes of playing time in December, postinga 918 save

percentage. Carter Gylander posted a.908 save percentage in histhree games in
December. Walleye goaltendersonly allowed more thantwo goalsthree times inthe
team’s eight games last month.

Standouts: Riley McCourt ties for secondamong all ECHL defensemen with 21 assists,
and 5th in that category in points (24) He also has points in sevenof his last eight games,
and broke Simon Denis’ franchise defenseman scoring record (100 pts) withanassist in
Wednesday's game. Will Hillmantallied his league-leadirg eighth shorthanded point and
fifth shorthanded assist, which continue to build on his franchise single-season records
in both catergories. Brandon Hawkins lit the lamp on Friday, tying him for the league
lead in goalswith 16 (Brendan Hoffmann, Idaho), and he sits one assist off the ECHLlead
with 24 (Marcus Crawford, Kansas City). "The Mayior" leads the league asthe only 40-
point player, boasting six more pointsthan the next closest (Sloan Stanick, Tahoe, 34).
Nolan Lalonde ranks 10thin the ECHL, and 2nd among rodkie goaltenders (min. 540
mins) in GAA at the end of Saturday's games with a2.37 GAA in 12 games.

Sellouts on Sellouts: Walleye fans have packed the Hurntington Center night-in and
night-out as the team approaches 100 consecutive sellouts, bringing the team’s
franchise-record sellout streak to 93 games with last weekend’s games against

lowa. Toledo’s average attendance rankssecond in the ECHL, drawing around 8,030 fars
per game (Jacksonvilleis the only team averaging higher, at 8,775 fans per game). The
Walleye alsocurrently hold the highest average attendance figurerelative toarena
capacity among affiliated minor league hockey teams (AHL and ECHL) at 108.8%. The all-
time ECHL record for consecutive sellouts currently stands at 140 games, reached by
Colorado from 2011 to 2015.

This Day in Toledo Hockey History: The Walleye are a perfect 5-0 onJanuary 39, Last
year at the Allen County War Memorial Coliseum, the Fish edged the Fort Wayne
Komets, 4-3, rallying from a 2-0 deficit less than five minutesinto the contest.
Netminder Carter Gylander got the start after Jan Bednar fellill. Toledoreceived a pair
of goals from Mitchell Lewandowski, one from Stephen Calisti - who scored in his first
appearance in a Walleye uniform - and the eventual game winner from Sam Craggs on
the power-play from the dot. The Walleye were outshot 47-32, with Gylander seeing 39
of those shots in the final two periods.

HEAD COACH

Riley Weselowski was named the seventh head coach in franchise
history in 2025. Weselowski joins the Cyclones from the Kansas
City Mavericks where he served as the Associate Head Coach for
the previous two seasons.

Under Weselowski’s leadership, the Kansas City Mavericks
recorded 103 wins, and 217 points over the past two seasons, more
than any other ECHL franchise. The Mavericks would claim the
2023-24 Brabham Cup, with the best regular season record that
year and advanced to the 2024 Kelly Cup Finals.

Additionally, he helped lead Kansas City to two division
championships, and back-to-back appearances in the Kelly Cup
Western Conference Final. Over the past two seasons, teams
under Weselowski have ranked first in the ECHL in goals scored
(561) and second in goals allowed (380). His leadership has led to
numerous AHL and European contracts for players under his
tenure. One of his most critical responsibilities in Kansas City was
to build and maintain a strong relationship with NHL and AHL
affiliates, something he looks to continue with the Toronto Maple
Leafs and the Toronto Marlies.

Weselowski, 40, played in over 700 professional games across 13
seasons between the ECHL and CHL. In 446 ECHL games, the Pilot
Mound, Manitoba native recorded 115 points (25 goals, 90 assists)
with five different organizations. Weselowski was nhamed a team
captain in each of his final 11 professional seasons. In addition, he
was awarded the 2012 CHL Top Defenseman Award and the 2012
CHL Man of the Year Award for his community involvement. The
Rapid City Rush retired his number six at the conclusion of his
playing career. A long-time veteran of the ECHL, Weselowski
returns to Cincinnati following a brief stint as a player in 2015-16.

Longtime Cyclone Louie Caporusso was hamed the organization’s next Assistant
Coach on Aug. 27, 2025. Caporusso joins Riley Weselowski’s coaching staff after
13 seasons of professional hockey across North America and Europe. Caporusso,
a veteran with over 500 professional games across six professional leagues, will
rejoin the Cyclones as the team’s assistant coach. The hiring marks Caporusso’s
official retirement from professional hockey and his first coaching position.

In his playing days, Caporusso was a four-year member of the University of Michi-
gan, where he was an assistant captain in his senior season. Drafted by the Ottawa
Senators in the third round (90th overall) of the 2007 NHL Draft, Caporusso started
his

professional career with the Binghamton Senators (AHL). Caporusso played for
eight more teams before finishing his career with the Cincinnati Cyclones. In four
seasons with Cincinnati, the Toronto, Ontario native recorded 55 goals and 111 as-
sists (166 pts) in 171 regular-season games played.

Caporusso joins the Cyclones coaching staff having already left his mark on the
organization. His 166 points rank 7th all-time in franchise history. In addition, his 111
assists are fifth-most in Cyclones history, sitting behind former teammates Justin
Vaive and Jesse Schultz.

Rob Couturier will join the coaching staff as the team’s goaltending and video
coach. Couturier will join Rlley Weselowski’s coaching staff for the 2025-26 season.
In addition to his responsibilities as the team’s goaltending coach, Couturier will
also assist with the Jr. Cyclones goaltending development system this upcoming
season and beyond.

Couturier, 47, joins the Cyclones after spending the last two seasons with the Kan-
sas City Mavericks in the same role.

Prior to his time in Kansas City, Couturier was the goaltending coach at the Univer-
sity of Omaha-Nebraska. During his time with the Mavericks, Couturier oversaw the
development of their goaltending system which included future NHL draft selec-
tions and Mike Richter Watch List candidates. Before his stint in Nebraska, Coutu-
rier was the goaltending coach at Colby College where he oversaw all of their DIl
men’s and women’s teams.
