Trading Blows: The Toledo Walleye fell 2-1 in overtime against the
Kalamazoo Wings on Saturday afternoon at Wings Event Center, splitting
the weekend series in a pair of 2-1 contests, but taking three of four
possible points. Colby Ambrosio landed a score from Riley McCourt at
3:04 of thefirst period in the contest. Matt Jurusik took the overtime loss
in net, saving 24 fo 26 shots on goal. Jurusik remains undefeated in
regulation during his Walleye tenure, as heis 3-0-1-1 with a 1.55 GAA and
a.949 save-percentage. He is averaging 4.2 goals-per-game of goal
support from the Walleye offense, as the Fish have outscored opponents
21-9 in games started by Jurusik.

Special Teams Records: The Walleye continue to hold the league’s best
power play rate in the league at 30.1%, 8% higher than the next team in
the leaderboard (Tahoe, 23.2%). Brandon Hawkins and Riley McCourt are
the team’s top two producers on the power play, ranking first with 17 and
third with 16 respectively in the league’s PP points leaderboard. The
penalty kill is a perfect 9-for-9 over their last six games, the longest such
stretch this season, and bringing the season percentage to 83.7% of
penalties killed. Will Hillman still holds the league lead in shorthanded
points this season (8), needing one more point on the penalty kill to

tie Alden Hirschfeld’s franchise career shorthanded points record (9),
already owning the single-season mark (previously 5). Hillman and Nolan
Moyle stand one goal away from passing the Walleye single-season SHG
record (3), which currently stands in a 9-way tie. Jed Pietila and Chad
Hillebrand each have two SHGs in Toledo this season, needing one more
to tie the record. Mitch Lewandowski needs one SHG to tie Hirschfeld's
franchise record of 6.

All-Stardom: The Toledo Walleye had two player representatives at the
2026 sponsor ECHL All-Star Game in Allen, Texas, on Monday.
Defenseman Riley McCourt was named the Captain of Team Stars, and
drafted his Captain Brandon Hawkins to join him. Hawkins showed out
putting up a five-point hat trick (3G, 2A) and showing off some stunning
moves, including a "Michigan" and a "Spin-O-Rama."

Showing Out: Walleye fans have packed the Huntington Center night-in
and night-out as the team approaches 100 consecutive sellouts, bringing
the team’s franchise-record sellout streak to 97 games with Saturday’s
game against Bloomington. The Walleye welcomed over 136,000 fans
into the Huntington Center this season. Toledo’s average attendance
ranks second in the ECHL, drawing around 8,053 fans per game
(Jacksonville is the only team averaging higher, at 8,982 fans per game).
The all-time ECHL record for consecutive sellouts currently stands at 140
games, reached by Colorado from 2011 to 2015.

This Day in Toledo Hockey History: Inducted last evening into the Toledo
Hockey Hall of Fame, former Storm winger Andrew Williamson had a goal
and an assist in 2002, as the ECHL club ended a five-game losing streak
with a 7-5 decision over the Roanoke Express on the road Just four games
after returning from Germany, the former ECHL most valuable player had
already totaled two goals and four assists. As for Roanoke coach Perry
Florio’s feelings about his team? “They stink,” Florio said. “I'm so sick and
tired of telling them over and over and over how to play the game. They
just don’t get it.”

Riley Weselowski was named the seventh head coach in franchise
history in 2025. Weselowski joins the Cyclones from the Kansas
City Mavericks where he served as the Associate Head Coach for
the previous two seasons.

Under Weselowski’s leadership, the Kansas City Mavericks
recorded 103 wins, and 217 points over the past two seasons, more
than any other ECHL franchise. The Mavericks would claim the
2023-24 Brabham Cup, with the best regular season record that
year and advanced to the 2024 Kelly Cup Finals.

Additionally, he helped lead Kansas City to two division
championships, and back-to-back appearances in the Kelly Cup
Western Conference Final. Over the past two seasons, teams
under Weselowski have ranked first in the ECHL in goals scored
(561) and second in goals allowed (380). His leadership has led to
numerous AHL and European contracts for players under his
tenure. One of his most critical responsibilities in Kansas City was
to build and maintain a strong relationship with NHL and AHL
affiliates, something he looks to continue with the Toronto Maple
Leafs and the Toronto Marlies.

Weselowski, 40, played in over 700 professional games across 13
seasons between the ECHL and CHL. In 446 ECHL games, the Pilot
Mound, Manitoba native recorded 115 points (25 goals, 90 assists)
with five different organizations. Weselowski was nhamed a team
captain in each of his final 11 professional seasons. In addition, he
was awarded the 2012 CHL Top Defenseman Award and the 2012
CHL Man of the Year Award for his community involvement. The
Rapid City Rush retired his number six at the conclusion of his
playing career. A long-time veteran of the ECHL, Weselowski
returns to Cincinnati following a brief stint as a player in 2015-16.

Longtime Cyclone Louie Caporusso was hamed the organization’s next Assistant
Coach on Aug. 27, 2025. Caporusso joins Riley Weselowski’s coaching staff after
13 seasons of professional hockey across North America and Europe. Caporusso,
a veteran with over 500 professional games across six professional leagues, will
rejoin the Cyclones as the team’s assistant coach. The hiring marks Caporusso’s
official retirement from professional hockey and his first coaching position.

In his playing days, Caporusso was a four-year member of the University of Michi-
gan, where he was an assistant captain in his senior season. Drafted by the Ottawa
Senators in the third round (90th overall) of the 2007 NHL Draft, Caporusso started
his

professional career with the Binghamton Senators (AHL). Caporusso played for
eight more teams before finishing his career with the Cincinnati Cyclones. In four
seasons with Cincinnati, the Toronto, Ontario native recorded 55 goals and 111 as-
sists (166 pts) in 171 regular-season games played.
