Bye-Sons!: The Toledo Walleye rode ared-hot Nolan Lalonde to a 5-0 shutout win
over the Bloomington Bison on Saturday night at the Huntington Center. Tanner
Kelly landed a pair of goals, making three in twogames, while Brendon Michaelian
added the game winner, Brandon Hawkins sniped his 25th goal of the season, and
Johnny Waldron scored his sixth goal of the season, all of which have come inside
the Huntington Center. Mitch Lewandowski, Conlan Keenan and Tanner Palocsik
each had two assists, while Waldron, Tanner Dickinson, Nate Roy and Wil
MacKinnon added one helper apiece. Lalonde turned away all 21 Bloomington shots
on goal for his first professional shutout.

LONZO: Goaltender Nolan Lalonde posted a 21-save effort for his first professional
shutout in Toledo's 5-0 win over the Bloomington Bison on Saturday night. The
rookie netminder is 9-3-1-2 with a 2.53 GAA and a.904 SVP in 18 appearances this
season, and his last two decisions have been victories.

Go, Johnny, Go!: Forward Johnny Waldron has been a spark plug since making his
professional debut for the Fish on February 6th. In 10 games, he's posted nine points
(6G, 3A), including eight of the nine points being inside the Huntington Center. He
showed out in his debut with a multi-goal game, and has scored in all five of his
contests in-front of the Toledo faithful. The five-game goal streak at home is the
active longest such streak, and third-longest such streak overall this season (A.
Magera of FW & R. Wagner of RC; both 7 games). The rookie out of Arizona St. has
been a regular contributor and looks to play a key role down the stretch.

Props to Lewy: Forward Mitch Lewandowski has been busy lately. Witha pair of
assists in Saturday'swin over Bloomington, he notched his 100th professional assist.
He needs another five helpers tohit the century markin hisECHL and Walleye
career. He had a stellar February, leading the team in points (13), assists (10) and tied
for third in goals (3). The Clarkston, Michigan native tied Alden Hirschfeld's franchise
record for shorthanded goals in a Walleye career with his sixth Walleye shorty.
Lewandowski needs just one more shorthanded goal to pass Hirschfeld’s record and
to tie the 9-way tie for most single-season shorthanded goals in franchise history (3),
needs one mort shorthanded point to tie Hirschfeld's record of 9 shorthanded points.

Seeing Triple: The Toledo Walleye may be one of the only teams in prohockey to
employ three players named "Tanner." All of them have made an impact as of late.
Tanner Kelly has scored three times in the last two games, and his 19 goalson the
season trail only Brandon Hawkins (25). Tanner Palocsik has posted three points
(1G, 2A) this weekend since being activated from Injured Reserve. Tanner Dickinson
has made a strong impact on his hometown team, posting nine points (2G, 7A) and a
+6 in 12 games during February, and he leads the team in +/- at +25, ranks second in
points (43), and third in both goals (16) and assists (27).

The Chase Goes On: As the season goes along, Brandon Hawkins continues hischase
for the Walleye franchise all-time scoring record. Hawkins needs 8 more points to tie
current Walleye leader Shane Berschbach and 9 more points to pass. His next target
will be to pass Toledo Storm legend Rick Judson’s Toledo ECHL record of 441 career
points, needing only 57 more points totie that record. Hawkins is currently second in
the ECHL in points with 58 (25 goals, 33 assists), trailing Kansas City defenseman
Marcus Crawford (67 pts).

Thank You, Toledo: Walleye fans have packed the Huntington Center night-in and
night-out for over two years, asthe team has reached 104 consecutive sellouts, a
streak that beganon December 6, 2023, against Kalamazoo. Toledo has sold out all
24 home games this season, welcoming over 193,000 fans into the Huntington
Center, averaging an attendance of 8,065. Toledo’s average attendance ranks second
in the ECHL, trailing just Jacksonville (9,153). The all-time ECHL record for
consecutive sellouts currently stands at 140 games, reached by Colorado from 2011
to 2015.

This Day in Toledo Hockey History: Toledo Hockey Hall of Famer Chris McSorley
scored the winning goal in the shootout and the Goaldiggers picked up arare victory,
6-5, over the Milwaukee Admirals at the Sports Arena in 1986. During a season in
which he recorded 545 penalty minutes, McSorley also scored 27 goals. This goal
didn’t count in that total, but it made him happy, even if it barely crossed the line
after hitting the butt-end of the goalie’s stick. Said McSorley: “The reason it went in
is it had all my hopes and prayers behind it pushing.”
