Who Ya Gonna Call?: The Toledo Walleye took a 5-3 win over the
Savannah Ghost Pirates in the first ever meeting between the two
teams on Thursday night at Enmarket Arena. Garrett Van Wyhe
landed a pair of goals, but it was Riley McCourt who had the game-
winner. Ryland Mosley scored for the fourth time in the last three
games and Brendan Michaelian tagged his third goal of the season.
Tanner Dickinson picked up a trio of assists, with Brandon Kruse
adding two more, giving him six points (1G, 5A) in the last two
contests. Johnny Waldron joined Kruse with a pair of assists, while
McCourt and Nick Andrews each had one. Matt Jurusik took the win
in net, saving 35 of 38 shots on goal.

Block Party: Goaltenders Carter Gylander and Nolan Lalonde have
been stellar throughout the team’s five-game win streak, both
recording a shutout and neither allowing more than two goals in any
of the five games since February 27, Lalonde’s shutout on March 1
was his first as a pro, stopping all 21 shots he faced. He followed the
performance up with a win on March 8%, stopping 19 of 20 shots
(saving 40 of his last 41 total shots against). Gylander is unbeaten in
regulation in each of his last 6, and 9 of his last 12 starts, and his
shutout on February 28t was his third of the season (two with Toledo
and one with Grand Rapids), stopping all 45 shots he faced. Both
Lalonde and Gylander have been two of the top goaltenders in the
league in the duration of the team’s win streak, as Lalonde leads the
league in GAA (0.50), and Gylander is close behind in 4t at 1.33 GAA
since February 27t (min. 120 mins).

B1G Boys: The Walleyeroster features several Big-10 Conference
alums making significant contributions to the team’s success. Former
Michigan State Spartan Tanner Kelly currently rides a five-game home
goal streak (six total), tied for the team’s longest such streak this
season (Waldron). He’s scored the third-most goals in the ECHL since
the beginning of February with eleven. Additionally, Kelly places
second among rookies in goals with 22 (trailing Kansas City’s Jackson
Jutting (24) for the lead) and sits seventh among rookies in points
(39). Another Michigan State Spartan, Mitch Lewandowski, leads the
Walleye with 16 points since February 1 (4 goals, 12 assists). Garrett
Van Wyhe, a Big-10 conference champion in 2022 with the University
of Michigan, has posted six points (3 goals, 3 assists) in six games
since being traded to Toledo from Jacksonville on February 22",
Denis Smirnov, a Penn State alum, places third on the team with 16
points on the power play (8 goals, 8 assists), trailing Brandon Hawkins
(24) and Riley McCourt (26).

This Day in Toledo Hockey History: March 13 hasn’t been agreat day
for the Walleye. Toledo has won but once in seven tries on this date,
with the most recent setback coming two years ago, right here at the
North Charleston Coliseum, against the South Carolina Stingrays.
Despite the first professional hat trick from Riley Sawchuk, the Fish
dropped a 5-4 decision to the ‘Rays, giving up the winning goal — off
the stick of Michael Kim — with just six seconds remaining in
regulation time.

DAVE WARSOFSKY Head Coach | Record: 37-18-1

David Warsofsky is entering his first season as Head Coach and Director of Hockey Operations for the
South Carolina Stingrays. He is the 13th head coach in franchise history. Warsofsky joins the Stingrays
following a 14-year professional playing career and most recently served as a special coaching advisor
for the Stingrays during the 2024-25 season. The Marshfield, Massachusetts native played 55 NHL
games with the Boston Bruins, Pittsburgh Penguins, New Jersey Devils, and Colorado Avalanche. He
appeared in 476 American Hockey League games with Providence, Wilkes-Barre/Scranton, San Antonio,
Chicago, and Colorado. He captained Team USA at the 2008 U18 World Championship, was an assistant
captain for the gold medal-winning 2010 U20 World Junior team. He represented Team USA at the 2022
Winter Olympics in Beijing, serving as an assistant captain. Warsofsky helped Boston University win the
2009 NCAA National Championship and was drafted in the 4th round (95th overall) of the 2008 Draft.

Assistant Coach

Scott Davidson is entering his third season behind the Stingrays bench as an Assistant Coach.
In 2024-25, Davidson oversaw the Stingrays forwards and penalty kill. Under Davidson's
leadership, South Carolina's penalty kill finished first in the ECHL at 86.3%. Davidson played
33 games as a forward for the Rays during the 2019-20 season. Davidson started his coaching
career at the Maine Nordiques Academy in 2021 before coaching at the Elite Hockey Acade-
my in Guilford, Connecticut, this past year. Davidson played four seasons of Division | hockey
at Quinnipiac University, where he was an assistant captain in his junior and senior years.
Following the conclusion of his collegiate career, Davidson joined the Charlotte Checkers and
was a member of their 2019 Calder Cup championship team.

Assistant Coach

Mike Hamilton is entering his second season behind the bench with the Stlngrays as
an assistant coach. Hamilton's playing career lasted six seasons and he skated in 40
games for the Stingrays. He has lived in Charleston for the majority of his post-playing
career and is now beginning his professional coaching career. A native of Victoria,
British Columbia, Hamilton was selected by the Atlanta Thrashers in the sixth round
of the 2003 NHL Draft. Following a four-year college hockey career at the University
of Maine from 2003-2007, Hamilton skated in 305 career professional games split
between two AHL teams, four ECHL teams, and professional teams in Italy and Scot-
land. In 2007-08, Hamilton won a Calder Cup Championship with the AHL's Chicago
Wolves.

Head Equipment Manager

Chuck Liebenrood is entering the second season of his second stint as the Head Equipment
Manager for the Stingrays. Liebenrood grew up in Summerville, SC, and attended Stingrays
games as a child. He was in attendance at the North Charleston Coliseum the night the
Stingrays won their second Kelly Cup title in 2001. Liebenrood played for the Summerville
High School hockey team and graduated in 2010. He began working for the Stingrays as an
equipment assistant in the 2011-2012 season and was promoted to Head Equipment Manager
ahead of the 2014-15 season at age 22.
