Look Away, Bambil: The Toledo Walleye rode a brick wall in Carter Gylander to a 3-0
shutout win over the lowa Heartlandersin their season series finale onSunday night at
the Huntington Center. Gylander turned away a season-high 45 shotsagainst inthe win.
Tanner Kelly landed the game-winning goal, hisfourthin three gamesand 20thof the
season. Garrett Van Wyhe added his second goal of the weekend and Mitch
Lewandowski sealedthe deal with his eighth of the season. Brendan Michaelianand
Riley McCourt joined each of the goalscorers with anassist in the contest.

GYRO & LONZO: Goaltenders Garter Gylander and Nolan Lalonde combinedto post the
sixth pair of back-to-back shutouts in Walleye history on Saturday and Sunday. Lalonde
posted a 21-save effort for hisfirst professional shutout in Toledo's 5-0 winover the
Bloomington Bison on Saturday night. The rookie netminder is 9-3-1-2 witha 2.53 GAA
and a .904 SV% in 18 appearancesthisseason, and hislast twodecisions have been
victories. Gylander followed up against the lowa Heartlanders onSunday, tuming away a
season-high 45 shotsagainst for his fifth professional shutout, his secondwiththe
Walleye this season (1/2 at Cincinnati) and third overall thisseason (12/21 w/ Grand
Rapids vs. Cleveland).The second-year goaltender is 14-7-1-1 in 23 appearances for the
Walleye witha 243 GAAand a.913SV%.

WonderWal-dron: Forward Johnny Waldronhasbeena spark plug since making his
professional debut for the Fish on February 6th.In 11 games, he's posted nine points
(6G, 3A), including eight of the nine pointsbeinginsde the Huntington Center. He
showed out in hisdebut witha multigoal game, and scored in each of his first five
contests in-front of the Toledo faithful. The five-game goal streak at home is the third-
longest such streak overall thisseason (A. Magera of FW & R. Wagner of RC; both 7
games). The rookie out of Arizona St. hasbeena reguar contributor and lodksto play a
key role down the stretch.

Sparty Party: The Walleye have relied onsome former Michigan State Spartans this
season, and they've been onfire lately. Forwards Mitch Lewandowski and Tanner Kelly
are the team's leading scorers since February 1st. Lewandowski has posted 16 points
(4G, 12A) and a +6 in 13 games, while collecting his 100th professional assist, tying
Alden Hirschfeld's franchise record for shorthanded goals ina Walleye career with his
sixth Walleye shorty, andis in reach of claiming Hirschfeld’s SHG record, aswell as
extending the 9-way tie for most single-season shorthanded goals in franchise history
(3), and he also needs one mort shorthanded point to tie Hirschfeld's record of 9
shorthanded points. Kelly has rained down on opposing netminders, posting nine goals
and 12 points total (three assists) witha +3 in 11 games. Kelly has scored four times over
the last three games, including the game-winner on Sunday. Defenseman Nick Andrews
has posted a strong rookie campaign, as his 19 points (3G, 16A) are the second-most
among Walleye defensemanthisseason, and heis second in the ECHL with three
shorthanded assists, which ties him for most by a defenseman (trailing former Walleye
forward Will Hillman'sfive), and his four shorthanded points are the ECHL's most by a
defenseman, second-most by a Walleyeina single season (trailing Hillman's eight) and
third-most leaguewide among rookies.

One Point Closer: As the seasongoesalong, Brandon Hawkins continues his chase for
the Walleye franchise all-time scoring record. Hawkins needs 8 more pointsto tie
current Walleye leader Shane Berschbach and 9 more points to pass. His next target wil
be to pass Toledo Stormlegend Rick Judson’s Toledo ECHL record of 441 career points,
needing only 57 more points to tie that record. Hawkins is currently second inthe ECHL
in points with 58 (25 goals, 33 assists), trailing Kansas City defenseman Marcus Crawford
(67 pts).

No Town Like T-Town: Walleye fans have packed the Huntington Center night-inand
night-out for overtwoyears, as the team has reached 105 consecutive sellouts, a streak
that began onDecember 6, 2023, against Kalamazoo. Toledo has sold out all 25 home
games this season, welcoming over 201,000 fans into the Huntington Center, averaging
an attendance of 8056. Toledo’s average attendance ranks secondin the ECHL, trailing
just Jacksonvile (9,431). The all-time ECHL record for consecutive sellouts currently
stands at 140games, reached by Colorado from2011t02015.

This Day in Toledo Hockey History: Toledo Mercurys player-coach Butch Stahan (Stuh-
hahn) was a member of the Intemational Hockey League all-star team that shocked and
nearly upset the two-time defending Stanley Cup champion Detroit Red Wingsat the
Sports Arenain1956. The IHL's best and the NHL's best skated toa 2-2 draw with
Detroit needing a goal from future Hall of Famer Alex Delvecchio - off a passfrom
another future Hall member, Ted Lindsay - at 11:08 of the third period to tie the contest.

HEAD COACH

Riley Weselowski was named the seventh head coach in franchise
history in 2025. Weselowski joins the Cyclones from the Kansas
City Mavericks where he served as the Associate Head Coach for
the previous two seasons.

Under Weselowski’s leadership, the Kansas City Mavericks
recorded 103 wins, and 217 points over the past two seasons, more
than any other ECHL franchise. The Mavericks would claim the
2023-24 Brabham Cup, with the best regular season record that
year and advanced to the 2024 Kelly Cup Finals.

Additionally, he helped lead Kansas City to two division
championships, and back-to-back appearances in the Kelly Cup
Western Conference Final. Over the past two seasons, teams
under Weselowski have ranked first in the ECHL in goals scored
(561) and second in goals allowed (380). His leadership has led to
numerous AHL and European contracts for players under his
tenure. One of his most critical responsibilities in Kansas City was
to build and maintain a strong relationship with NHL and AHL
affiliates, something he looks to continue with the Toronto Maple
Leafs and the Toronto Marlies.

Weselowski, 40, played in over 700 professional games across 13
seasons between the ECHL and CHL. In 446 ECHL games, the Pilot
Mound, Manitoba native recorded 115 points (25 goals, 90 assists)
with five different organizations. Weselowski was nhamed a team
captain in each of his final 11 professional seasons. In addition, he
was awarded the 2012 CHL Top Defenseman Award and the 2012
CHL Man of the Year Award for his community involvement. The
Rapid City Rush retired his number six at the conclusion of his
playing career. A long-time veteran of the ECHL, Weselowski
returns to Cincinnati following a brief stint as a player in 2015-16.

Longtime Cyclone Louie Caporusso was hamed the organization’s next Assistant
Coach on Aug. 27, 2025. Caporusso joins Riley Weselowski’s coaching staff after
13 seasons of professional hockey across North America and Europe. Caporusso,
a veteran with over 500 professional games across six professional leagues, will
rejoin the Cyclones as the team’s assistant coach. The hiring marks Caporusso’s
official retirement from professional hockey and his first coaching position.

In his playing days, Caporusso was a four-year member of the University of Michi-
gan, where he was an assistant captain in his senior season. Drafted by the Ottawa
Senators in the third round (90th overall) of the 2007 NHL Draft, Caporusso started
his

professional career with the Binghamton Senators (AHL). Caporusso played for
eight more teams before finishing his career with the Cincinnati Cyclones. In four
seasons with Cincinnati, the Toronto, Ontario native recorded 55 goals and 111 as-
sists (166 pts) in 171 regular-season games played.

Caporusso joins the Cyclones coaching staff having already left his mark on the
organization. His 166 points rank 7th all-time in franchise history. In addition, his 111
assists are fifth-most in Cyclones history, sitting behind former teammates Justin
Vaive and Jesse Schultz.

GOALTENDING & VIDEO COACH

Rob Couturier will join the coaching staff as the team’s goaltending and video
coach. Couturier will join Rlley Weselowski’s coaching staff for the 2025-26 season.
In addition to his responsibilities as the team’s goaltending coach, Couturier will
also assist with the Jr. Cyclones goaltending development system this upcoming
season and beyond.

Couturier, 47, joins the Cyclones after spending the last two seasons with the Kan-
sas City Mavericks in the same role. As a member of the Mavericks coaching staff,
he was a part of a staff that led Kansas City to a Brabham Cup title in 2023-24. That
season, Kansas City had four goaltenders with save percentages over .904% and
three goaltenders with over 15+ victories.

Prior to his time in Kansas City, Couturier was the goaltending coach at the Univer-
sity of Omaha-Nebraska. During his time with the Mavericks, Couturier oversaw the
development of their goaltending system which included future NHL draft selec-
tions and Mike Richter Watch List candidates. Before his stint in Nebraska, Coutu-
rier was the goaltending coach at Colby College where he oversaw all of their DIl
men’s and women’s teams.
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
