Toledo Walleye (40-16-6-5)

Flat Tires: The Toledo Walleye fell 4-2 to the Wheeling Nailers on Saturday night at the
Huntington Center. Brandon Hawkins came home for the first time as the franchise
scoring leader and added two more, sniping a power-play goal and adding anassist,
giving him 69 points onthe season. CamHausinger landed a late tally, with Riey
McCourt adding anassist to tie both his single-seasonassists by a defensemanrecord
(44) and Shane Berschbach's single season power-play assist record (28). Tanner
Dickinson and Michael Milne addedanapple for the second time in as many games,
with Dickinson extending his paint streak to three games. Carter Gylander took the loss
in net, saving 18 of 22 shotson gaal.

Central Cafe: The Tdedo Walleye took four of six possible points this weekend. They
nabbed a pair of wins, taking an overtime win in Indy on Wednesday, then following up
with a winon Friday at Kalamazoo, before closing the weekend with aloss at home to
Wheeling on Saturday. The Walleye have beaten upon Central Division opponents this
season, going 33-11-8 against them, and having their next four games within the
division, playinga pair against the Cincinnati Cyclones followed by a pair against the Fort
Wayne Komets before closng the regular seasonagainst the Wheeling Nailers on April
17. Toledo enters the new week atopthe Central Division with 91 points, one point
ahead of Fort Wayne (90) whohas agamein hand entering the final stretch.

Another Feather: Forward Brandon Hawkins sniped his 31st goal, and more importantly,
his 67th point of the season on Friday night, allowing him to passformer Walleye
forward Shane Berschbach (393) for the most points in Toledo Walleye History. Hawkins
leads the team inpoints (396), goals (183), power-play goals (65), power-play points
(152), game-winning goals (30), first goals (28), insurance goals (25), overtime goals (4),
unassisted goals(14), andshots (1,547). His next target will be to pass Toledo Storm
legend Rick Judson’s Toledo ECHL record of 441 career points, needing only 45 more
points to tie that record. The last of Berschbach's records that "The Mayor" has to knodk
down are games played (376; needs 54), assists (277, needs 55), and power-play assists
(99, needs 13). The twofranchise legends have been battling atop the +/- leaderboard
all season, with Berschbach holding a+2 lead (77-75). Hawkins is currently third inthe
ECHL in points with 69 (32 goals, 37 assists), trailing only Kansas City defenseman Maras
Crawford (84 pts) and Utah rookie forward Danny Dzhaniyev (70).

Milestones Manor: Alongside Hawkins, the Toledo Walleye had more individual
milestones reached over the weekend. Riley McCourt playedin his 300th professional
game, and recorded a power-play assist, tying both his single-season assist record for a
defenseman (44) and Share Berschbach's single-season power-play assist record of 28
(2016-17). Michael Milne played in his 200th pro game and nabbed his first

ECHL assist over the weekend, with Campbell Cichosz joining him with hisfirst
professional assist in his prodebut on Friday. ColinSwoyer appeared in his 100th game
with the Walleye and needs five more to hit 200 as a pro. Mitch Lewandowski can tie
two records andbreak a third. Lewandowski is tied with Alden Hirschfeld for the
franchise record for most shorthanded goals with six. If Lewandowski were to break
that, he would rejoin the list of nine players with three shorthanded goalsin a single
season, something only he could do twice, and it would alsotie himwith Hirschfeld’s
franchise shorthanded points record of nine. His next appearance will be his200th game
as a pro, a feat that Tanner Dickinsonis four gamesaway from.

Bread and Butter: The Toledo Walleye relieson their special teams' units, and they have
been especially strong lately. The Fishare 11/30 (36.6%) on the power play over their
last ten games, having scored at least one in eight of the ten games. The Walleye special
teams are an ECHL-best +37 onthe season, as they have scored 69 goals (54 PPG, 15
SHG) allowing just 32 (30 PPG, 2 SHG). Tdedo has far-and-away the best power-play unt
in the ECHL, andthe penalty-kill unit is among the league's best as well. Toledo's power-
play unit leads the league acrossthe board, operating at 29.5% (next closest is Wheeling
at 23.7%), splitting at 29.9% at home and 29% onthe road, both over 4% higher than the
next-best team. The penalty-kill has provided lots of offense, as they lead the league
with 15 shorthanded goals (next closest is Worcester with 11), and an astounding 11 of
which have come ontheroad. They rank eighth overall (84.3%) and fifth at home
(87.9%). Despite the lower PK% on the road, the team isactually 20 ontheroad, to +16
at home.

This Day in Toledo Hockey History: Earl OBrienscored four goals for the Mercurys in
1951, but it wasn’t enoughas the Miami Valley Bruins of Troy, Ohio, knocked off Toledo
6-5 at the Sports Arena. It was Game 2 of their best-of-seven United States Senior Open
finals series and squared the set at one game apiece. The ‘Mercs, winners of the
International Hockey League’s Turner Cup, woud go on to claim the U.S. Open title,
which pitted champions fromthe best Double-A hockey leaguesat the time —the 1940s
and 50s version of today’s ECHL- in a playoff for national honors.

HEAD COACH

Riley Weselowski was named the seventh head coach in franchise
history in 2025. Weselowski joins the Cyclones from the Kansas
City Mavericks where he served as the Associate Head Coach for
the previous two seasons.

Under Weselowski’s leadership, the Kansas City Mavericks
recorded 103 wins, and 217 points over the past two seasons, more
than any other ECHL franchise. The Mavericks would claim the
2023-24 Brabham Cup, with the best regular season record that
year and advanced to the 2024 Kelly Cup Finals.

Additionally, he helped lead Kansas City to two division
championships, and back-to-back appearances in the Kelly Cup
Western Conference Final. Over the past two seasons, teams
under Weselowski have ranked first in the ECHL in goals scored
(561) and second in goals allowed (380). His leadership has led to
numerous AHL and European contracts for players under his
tenure. One of his most critical responsibilities in Kansas City was
to build and maintain a strong relationship with NHL and AHL
affiliates, something he looks to continue with the Toronto Maple
Leafs and the Toronto Marlies.

Weselowski, 40, played in over 700 professional games across 13
seasons between the ECHL and CHL. In 446 ECHL games, the Pilot
Mound, Manitoba native recorded 115 points (25 goals, 90 assists)
with five different organizations. Weselowski was nhamed a team
captain in each of his final 11 professional seasons. In addition, he
was awarded the 2012 CHL Top Defenseman Award and the 2012
CHL Man of the Year Award for his community involvement. The
Rapid City Rush retired his number six at the conclusion of his
playing career. A long-time veteran of the ECHL, Weselowski
returns to Cincinnati following a brief stint as a player in 2015-16.

Longtime Cyclone Louie Caporusso was hamed the organization’s next Assistant
Coach on Aug. 27, 2025. Caporusso joins Riley Weselowski’s coaching staff after
13 seasons of professional hockey across North America and Europe. Caporusso,
a veteran with over 500 professional games across six professional leagues, will
rejoin the Cyclones as the team’s assistant coach. The hiring marks Caporusso’s
official retirement from professional hockey and his first coaching position.

In his playing days, Caporusso was a four-year member of the University of Michi-
gan, where he was an assistant captain in his senior season. Drafted by the Ottawa
Senators in the third round (90th overall) of the 2007 NHL Draft, Caporusso started
his

professional career with the Binghamton Senators (AHL). Caporusso played for
eight more teams before finishing his career with the Cincinnati Cyclones. In four
seasons with Cincinnati, the Toronto, Ontario native recorded 55 goals and 111 as-
sists (166 pts) in 171 regular-season games played.

Caporusso joins the Cyclones coaching staff having already left his mark on the
organization. His 166 points rank 7th all-time in franchise history. In addition, his 111
assists are fifth-most in Cyclones history, sitting behind former teammates Justin
Vaive and Jesse Schultz.

Rob Couturier will join the coaching staff as the team’s goaltending and video
coach. Couturier will join Rlley Weselowski’s coaching staff for the 2025-26 season.
In addition to his responsibilities as the team’s goaltending coach, Couturier will
also assist with the Jr. Cyclones goaltending development system this upcoming
season and beyond.

Couturier, 47, joins the Cyclones after spending the last two seasons with the Kan-
sas City Mavericks in the same role. As a member of the Mavericks coaching staff,
he was a part of a staff that led Kansas City to a Brabham Cup title in 2023-24. That
season, Kansas City had four goaltenders with save percentages over .904% and
three goaltenders with over 15+ victories.

Prior to his time in Kansas City, Couturier was the goaltending coach at the Univer-
sity of Omaha-Nebraska. During his time with the Mavericks, Couturier oversaw the
development of their goaltending system which included future NHL draft selec-
tions and Mike Richter Watch List candidates. Before his stint in Nebraska, Coutu-
rier was the goaltending coach at Colby College where he oversaw all of their DIl
men’s and women’s teams.
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
