Kalamazoo Wings (31-26-3-3)

Tit For Tat: The Toledo Walleye took a back-and-forth 5-4 overtime victory against
the Indy Fuel on Wednesday night at Fishers Event Center, winning four of six
games against them and taking 10 of 12 possible points against them this season.
Tanner Dickinson landed the game-winner at 2:04 into overtime. Cam Hausinger
scored against his former team, while Dylan Moulton added his second goal in as
many games, Brendon Michaelian scored his seventh goal since 2/28, and Mitch
Lewandowski hit twine for the tenth time this season. Tanner Kelly nabbed a trio
of assists, Reilly Funk picked up his first multi-point game as a pro with two assists,
Nolan Hutcheson tallied an assist for his first pro point, while Lewandowski, Sam
Craggs, Jacob Truscott and Garrett Van Wyhe each joined Hutcheson with one
helper. Carter Gylander took the win in net, saving 19 of 23 shots on goal.

10/10, No Notes: The Toledo Walleye clinched a berth in the 2026 Kelly Cup
Playoffs on Saturday, as gaining a point in the overtime loss to Bloomington, along
with an lowa Heartlanders win over the Cincinnati Cyclones in regulation, pushed
the Fish back to another Run for the Kelly Cup. This is the tenth consecutive playoff
appearance for the Walleye, a stretch that dates back to the 2015 playoffs (no
postseason in 2020, Toledo did not play in 2020-21). This marks the 12th playoff
run in Walleye history, out of 15 full seasons of play. The Fish look to continue a
stretch of strong playoff hockey, as they have reached the Western Conference
Finals in each of the last five seasons, making three Kelly Cup Final appearances
(2019, 2022, 2025) and going an astounding 40-6-2 against Central Division
opponents over that stretch.

Just One More: Forward Brandon Hawkins posted a pair of goals on Sunday vs.
Bloomington, allowing him to tie former Walleye forward Shane Berschbach, and
just needing one point to have the record all to himself. His next target will be to
pass Toledo Storm legend Rick Judson’s Toledo ECHL record of 441 career points,
needing only 48 more points to tie that record. Hawkins is currently second in the
ECHL in points with 66 (30 goals, 36 assists), trailing only Kansas City defenseman
Marcus Crawford (79 pts).

Milestones in Sight: Alongside Hawkins, the Toledo Walleye have more individual
milestones on the horizon, as Riley McCourt can tie two records, and Mitch
Lewandowski can tie two and break a third record. McCourt needs one assist to tie
his own defenseman single-season record of 44 back in 2023-24, and then only
needs one more power-play assist to tie Shane Berschbach’s 28 PPA in 2016-17.
McCourt's next appearance is his 300th professional game. Lewandowski is tied
with Alden Hirschfeld for the franchise record for most shorthanded goals with six.
If Lewandowski were to break that, he would re-join the list of nine players with
three shorthanded goals in a single season, something only he could do twice, and
it would also tie him with Hirschfeld’s franchise shorthanded points record of nine.
Lewandowski is also three games away from his 200th as a pro, a feat that Tanner
Dickinson and Colin Swoyer are six and seven games away from respectively.

Bread and Butter: The Toledo Walleye rely on their special teams units, and

they have been especially strong lately. The Fish are 9/24 (37.5%) on the power
play over their last eight games, having scored at least one in six games in that
stretch. The Walleye special teams are an ECHL-best +35 on the season, as they
have scored 67 goals (52 PPG, 15 SHG) to allowing just 32 (30 PPG, 2 SHG). Toledo
has far-and-away the best power-play unit in the ECHL, and the penalty-kill unit is
among the league's best as well. Toledo's power-play unit leads the league across
the board, operating at 29.2% (next closest is Kansas City at 23.7%), splitting at
29.9% at home and 28.6% on the road, both over 4% higher than the next-best
team. The penalty-kill has provided lots of offense, as they lead the league with 15
shorthanded goals (next closest is 10), an astounding 11 of which have come on
the road. They rank eighth overall (84.0%) and fifth at home (87.9%). Despite, the
lower PK% on the road, the team is actually +19 on the road, to +16 at home.

This Day in Toledo Hockey History: Brandon Hawkins set the Walleye single-
season scoring record two years ago in a 5-4 Toledo victory over the lowa
Heartlanders in Coralville. Hawkins had 88 points after recording a goal and an
assist, breaking the previous mark of 86 points set by new Toledo Hockey Hall of
Famer Shane Berschbach during the 2016-17 season. The Fish also received multi-
point performances from Alexandre Doucet (2G, 1A) and Trenton Bliss (1G, 2A) in
their 10thconsecutive win.

HEAD COACH
DIRECTOR OF HOCKEY OPERATIONS

The 2025-26 season is the fourth at the helm for Joel Martin as the Kalamazoo Wings head coach and director of hockey
operations. Martin was named to the position on August 15, 2022, after former head coach Nick Bootland departed for the
Hershey Bears (AHL). Joel spent three years as an assistant coach under Bootland, following a playing career that spanned
15 seasons of professional hockey. On January 18, 2021, Martin was inducted into the ECHL Hall of Fame for his accom-
plishments as a player.

Martin is no stranger to Kalamazoo, as the former player, assistant and now head coach played nine seasons for the
K-Wings before retiring after the 2017-18 season. Currently, Martin ranks No. 1 in ECHL history for career 30-plus win
seasons (3), is fifth in ECHL history for career wins (200), and he put together the third best season by any ECHL goal-
tender, posting 36 victories in 2015-16. Joel also holds the Kalamazoo Wings record for career wins (229), shutouts (21),
games played (422), minutes played (24,755), and saves (12,310). For his efforts, Martin brought the Colonial Cup home
to Kalamazoo in 2005-06.

Prior to making his professional debut in 2003 with the Bakersfield Condors, Martin spent three seasons in the Western
Hockey League with Lethbridge, Tri-City, Vancouver, and Calgary, where he appeared in 123 games, posting a 46-50-9
record, with a 3.24 GAA and a.893% save percentage.

Tanner Sorenson enters his first season off the ice for the K-Wings in 2025-26, after assistant coaching for Merrimack
College last season. No stranger to Kalamazoo, Sorenson played six seasons for the Wings (2015-2017, 2018-2020, 2021-
22,2023-24) totaling 91 goals and 137 assists in 310 games, picking up an ECHL Player of the Month award in January,
2019. One of the team's three Anchorage, AK natives (Strand & Walker), also had brief stints with the Nottingham Panthers
(England), Torpedo Ust-Kamenogorsk (Kazakhstan), EHC Winterthur (Switzerland), Utica (AHL), and Alaska (ECHL). Before
entering the pros, Sorenson played four years for Michigan State University (2011-2015) charting 18 goals and 17 assists
for the Spartans.
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
