Thunder vs Oilers

This is the sixth and final game between Tulsa and Wichita of the 2025-26 campaign and the fourth at INTRUST Bank Arena...After losing the first game of the season series to
the Qilers, the Thunder have won the last four games, including the last matchup on Jan. 25 (7-5 Wichita)...In the last five seasons, Wichita as posted a record of 25-21-4-0 and
a 19-8-2-0 mark at home...A comeback win against Trois-Rivieres to close March is one of the few bright spots of late for Wichita, who has not won a game in regulation since
Mar. 13 (1-12-1-0)...Tulsa enters the night 7-3 in their last ten—including a feisty 3-1 win over Kansas City last night—and have jumped Wichita for seventh in the Mountain
Division...The Thunder are 15-14-2-4 (.514) at home this season while Tulsa 13-21-1-0 (.386) away from the BOK Center...Tulsa’s road power play is the second worst in the
league (12.5%, 16% overall) while their road penalty kill has similarly struggles (74%, 27th)...Wichita’s home power play (20.9%, 11th) has counterbalanced a struggling road man
advantage (13.2% 28th), yielding a 17.1% mark overall (20th)...The two clubs are very similar in scoring (Wichita 2.72, Tulsa 2.66), shooting (Tulsa 32.69, Wichita 31.46), goals
against (Wichita 3.30, Tulsa 3.51), and shots allowed (Tulsa 34.14, Wichita 34.55)... Tonight, Nolan Kneen is slated to play his 200th Thunder game tonight. Jay Dickman recently
overtook x Kyle Crnkovic for the team lead in goals (24) and comes into tonight with 19 points in his last 18 games (9-10—19). Peter Bates is also tied for 12th in scoring with
62 points (21-41—62), the second straight year that he has hit the six decade mark. Kyle Jeffers has points in six of his last nine games (2-5—7), Gavin Best had his first two
assist game of his career on Sunday, and Oliver Tarr has points in his last three outings...Tulsa is lead by Ryan Lautenback with 33 points and 22 assists while Easton Armstrong
has tallied 17 goals in 51 games. Goaltender Vyacheslav Buteyets has made the second most saves in the league (1257) while posting a 18-19-5-0 record, 3.11 GAA, and .908
save percentage...Before getting the call to San Jose, Kyle Crnkovic grabbed 11 points in five games against the Oilers while Peter Bates accumulated six assists (2-6—8). The
top four Tulsa scorers in head-to-head play are all inactive, with Adam McMaster leading the way (4-2—6)...Entering the final game of the season, the Thunder are still looking for
their first win this month (0-7-1-0, .063).

Last Time Out

Last night, the Thunder dropped the series finale to the Allen Americans, falling 3-2 on Autism Awareness Night. Jax Dubois popped home a rebound just 1:56 in and Danny Katic
redirected a shot home on the power play to build a 2-0 lead for the Americans less than four minutes in. Nick Nardecchia gritted out a goal, slipping a backhand underneath the
right arm of Marco Costantini halfway through the period to make it 2-1 Allen. Hank Crone scored the lone goal of the middle frame, despite the Thunder having nearly 90 seconds
of a 5-on-3 powerplay late in the period. Oliver Tarr, with his second pro tally, cut the lead back to one at 7:50 of the third, but Wichita could not complete the comeback. Connor
Hasley, in his first home start, made 30 saves and fell to 0-4 in his rookie season.

HEAD COACH

Ramsay enters his seventh year behind the Thunder bench with a record of 193-179-44-5. Named to the position on May 15, 2019, Ramsay became the winningest
head coach in the franchise's history with a 2-1 win over Florida on Oct. 29, 2025, surpassing Kevin McClelland's tally of 194. He also recorded his 200th win at the
Wichita helm Nov. 29, 2025 with a 5-1 victory over Kansas City. In a 3-2 come-from-behind win over Trois-Rivieres on Mar. 29, 2026, the former Thunder player
earned his 600th professional head coaching win. In 2020-21, he led the Thunder to their second-ever trip to the Kelly Cup Playoffs while receiving the John Brophy
Award as ECHL Coach of the Year, as well as being named the ECHL General Manager of the Year.

Ramsay, 56, returned to the ECHL after spending three seasons as an assistant with the AHL's Grand Rapids Griffins. Before that, he was the bench boss of the Tulsa
Oilers from 2009-15, where he compiled a 185-180-35 record and led the OQilers to the playoffs in each of his last two seasons in Tulsa - which coincided with Oilers'
final season in the Central Hockey League and their first season in the ECHL.

A native of Dryden, Ontario, Ramsay returns to a place that he called home during his playing career. He played for the Thunder during the 2000-01 season, recording
35 points (11-24--35) and compiling 364 penalty minutes. Over his 12-year playing career, he was a part of eight championship teams, winning four Colonial Cups and
two Royal Bank Cups. He finished with 245 points (74-171--245) and 3,432 penalty minutes in 677 games as a pro.

After his playing career ended in 2005, he was named the Head Coach of the ACHL's St. Pete/Winston-Salem Parrots. His head coaching career spans 11 seasons,
including stints with the Port Huron Beacons (2002-04), Muskegon Fury (2004-08), Muskegon Lumberjacks and the Oilers. Ramsay has consistently led his teams to
the postseason, making the playoffs eight out of 11 years. In 2015, Ramsay stepped down from the Oilers to pursue an assistant coaching position with Grand Rapids
and helped lead them to the 2017 Calder Cup title.
